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A lack of high-quality, age-appropriate SRE may leave children and young people vulnerable to inappropriate sexual behaviours and sexual exploitation. This is because they have not been taught the appropriate language or developed the confidence to describe unwanted behaviours or know where to go to for help. Ofsted found that most secondary schools place "less emphasis on sexual consent and the influence of pornography.
