Guidance on demonstrating community impact in applications

Whilst this funding is primarily to support school use of the new facility, Sport England will ask you to demonstrate the impact on your local community. Could this facility be used in the evening by local sports clubs or community groups? Could it be used for sessions for parents? 

This is not essential criteria for you to apply but if you can offer community use and demonstrate a local need for this facility, beyond school use, it will make your application stronger. 

Sport England has produced various tools that could help you demonstrate need in your area:

· The local sport profile tool has been developed to generate a sporting profile for a local area in the form of charts and tables, bringing together data on sporting participation and provision. · Sport England has developed nineteen sporting segments to help understand the nation's attitudes to sport, their motivations and barriers. There is a tool available to understand which segments live in your local area and thus you can get a better appreciation of what sports might be popular and what might motivate the local community to get involved. · The Active People Survey continuously measures the number of people taking part in sport across the nation and in local communities. Active People is the largest survey of sport and activity ever carried out in Europe. Sport England have created an interactive online tool that can provide you with tailored analysis based on your requirements around sports participation by sport, age group and regularity in your local area, it also has information on latent demand for sport.
