Specialist course for Teaching Assistants supporting EAL/Literacy.

The work of teaching assistants is invaluable in supporting the learning and welfare needs of EAL pupils.  We recognise this and are now offering a course specifically designed for TAs who would like to become specialists in this exciting and rewarding area.  Everyone needs to feel that they have the background knowledge and skills set which make it possible for them to do their job effectively and the new EAL TA course accredited by Norfolk County Council will enable participants to develop these and to become an invaluable, sustainable resource for schools.
The course will cover working in Early Years and Primary settings and will focus on developing a toolkit of practical classroom strategies which can really make a difference to pupils with English as an additional language across all the Key Stages. 

Taught by Advisory Teachers from the Norfolk English Language Support Service, teaching assistants participating in this course will benefit from the specialist tutoring, guided learning tasks and expert mentoring in a friendly and supportive environment.  Participants will receive a course folder and memory stick full of resources for use in schools.  Successful candidates will receive the County Award on completion of the course.  There will also be a special awards event to celebrate their achievement.

The one year course will start in January 2013 and will comprise 10 days training and additional school based support visits.  Candidates will need to complete tasks in between training sessions, produce a portfolio of work and undertake a final assignment in order to gain the County Award. 

The course will cost £1,000 per person (£1,250 for Academies and other non-maintained schools) and the cost is spread over two financial years.  Discounts will be available for multiple bookings from the same school – contact us to discuss your specific requirements.
