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The 2014 Accord Inclusive Schools Award is open to all schools and is given to those that do most to advance the aims of inclusion, cohesion, and the growth of mutual understanding, particularly on the grounds of religion and belief within their own particular setting (geographical, demographic and legal). 

The annual Award is a charitable activity and was first given in 2010. The 2014 Award will be judged by another respected and experienced panel of experts from political, professional and religious backgrounds. Previous Award judges include:

· former Secretary of State for Education, Lord Baker of Dorking
· General Secretary of the Association of Teachers and Lecturers, Dr Mary Bousted 
· Shadow Minister for Children, Lisa Nandy MP
· journalist, Polly Toynbee
· Bishop of Buckingham, The Rt Revd Dr Alan Wilson
Due to the relatively detailed nature of the information required, a nomination form should probably be completed by someone at a school and will normally take them a few hours. We have tried to make the process of applying as simple as possible, and most of the questions the nomination form poses will have already been answered, or at least seriously considered, in material already produced by a school for Ofsted, the school prospectus, newsletters or internal policy documents.

The winning school will be announced in the local and national press. The winning schools in 2013 were featured in The Independent, as was the second placed school in the 2012 Award. Similarly, the winning school in 2011 was featured by BBC Online, and the winning schools in 2010 in The Guardian. So far winning schools have included primary, secondary, urban, rural, faith and special schools.
