· Young carers - Helping young people between the ages of 15 and 25 to be heard and get better access to practical advice and services, which can support their day to day lives. 

· Young people leaving care - Supporting young people between the ages of 15 and 25, so they get better access to education, housing, healthcare and employment advice and services. 

· Young people leaving youth offenders’ institutions - Helping young people between the ages of 15 and 25 to develop their life skills and get better access to services, particularly young men with learning difficulties and young women. 

BIG want to fund projects that work with the young people to:

   improve confidence, skills and knowledge - so they can better deal with the life events that affect them 

· provide more effective support that is joined up with other services - so they can tackle challenges better

2. Opening to the Public: Your commitment is to open your studio/venue to the public, exhibit/perform your work, and be present to discuss it during the days and hours indicated on your application form. 

3. Non-Studio Venues: You are responsible for negotiating with your venue owner/provider if it is not your own studio or space. We advise you have an agreement/booking in writing.

4. Fee: The fee for entering the “Unusual Art in Unusual Places” scheme is £20. Please make cheques payable to Cromer and Sheringham Arts and Literary Festival.  COAST is not taking any commission on sales/entry fees made during the event (a particular venue may take a commission).

5. Application Form: Applications must be filled in and fees paid for every venue, fee can be split if participating as a collective. 

6. Deadline: The deadline for applications is 12 September 2010. Applications received after this date will not be entered into the Brochure. Applications are deemed received when all necessary documents and payment have been received.

7. Data Protection: Your personal details will be stored on a computer of the COAST Festival organisers. We will not pass your details to third parties without your consent. You accept that details you provided in the application form in the section “1. Your details (to be published in the brochure)” will be published.
