· Planning and organising PE in the school (possible role as Subject Leader)

· Involvement with whole school issues

· Involvement with supporting and enhancing the out-of-hours provision

· Increasing the profile, engagement and uptake of PE and sport within the school

· Rapport with young people, inspiring, motivating acting as a positive role model
