The Accord Award seeks to recognise those schools that go beyond the simple legal requirements for schools to promote on inclusion and equality.  The Award was launched in 2009 and was won last year by Manorside Primary School in North London, with runners up being the Anglo-European School in Essex and Balshaw’s Church of England High School in Leyland, Lancashire.
The Accord Coalition is a coalition of religious and non-religious organisations campaigning for inclusive schools.  The year’s award will be judged by another highly respected and experienced panel of experts and will include;
