The tool, called SMEasure.org.uk can benefit your school in two ways:

· By your buildings manager to monitor energy wastage and potentially cut your energy bills

· In your classrooms as a learning tool for students to put theory to practice

It can help you towards The National Framework for Sustainable Schools and Green Flag Award whilst providing your schools with clear insights for saving energy, reducing carbon emissions and cutting your bill.

Whilst the Teachers TV supporting curriculum resource -“How Science Works - Music's energy Footprint” and lesson plans can be accessed via the ‘School’s page and bring lessons in energy to life. You can also access information on the energy research undertaken by the ECI researchers and join in discussions in the forum. 

It is 100% free-of-charge with nothing to install – just register online and add weekly meter readings. By benchmarking your data with degree-day data it provides you with a wealth of results.
