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SURPLUS ASSET & MATERIALS MANAGEMENT SYSTEM





What it is for?
SAMMS is the Surplus Asset & Materials Management System. It is a materials exchange website that helps two users to exchange useful materials. It is for the use of Norfolk County Council and its strategic partners and is being championed as the council standard for dealing with business related surplus assets and materials. You can place a listing for materials you already have, or materials you would like and then make contact with other users as they become available. This can help in three main areas:
1. You don’t waste money on unnecessary acquisitions of materials that you could get through SAMMS

2. Instead of paying for storage or disposal you can use SAMMS to get rid of materials you no longer require. This can save you money on these costs. 

3. You can prevent useful materials from being sent to landfill which can contribute to Norfolk County Councils carbon reduction commitment.

Who should use it?
This will primarily be of interest to asset managers, those who are in a position to decide what materials are able to be reused and passed on to other schools/departments. It is in the interest of all members of staff to be aware of SAMMS and the benefits it could provide. All members of staff can use the website to view materials and see if there are any useful items online. If a member of staff thinks a material has potential to be reused or sees material on the SAMMS website then it should be reported to a manager.
How to sign up
Anyone from Norfolk County Council and its partner organisations can sign up for free by going to www.samms.org.uk and selecting ‘register’ on the home page. Until you register you won’t be able to access the website or use many of the functions – this is to prevent unauthorised users from browsing the site. It only takes a couple of minutes and once registered you will be able to access the SAMMS website, browse the materials wanted and available and place your own listings.
