Aleksei Vrodlivets, a 19 year old balalaika prodigy will be playing a concert at St. Andrew’s church, Holt.  Aleksei is from Kursk in Russia and has been recognised many times for his prodigious skill on this instrument by the many competitions he has won and scholarships received.  As you can see in the picture, a balalaika is a stringed instrument and is generally known for its role in Russian folk music, usually as an ensemble instrument.  Aleksei however has pushed the boundaries of this instrument and not only has Russian folk music but also classical and even jazz in his virtuosic repertoire.  He will be accompanied by his friend and compatriot Olesya Tutova on the piano.  She is a graduate of the Moscow Conservatoire and an international soloist and has already performed locally in various venues including the Auden theatre. E-Safety and Youth Arts Training Course

This one-day course is essential training for anyone using or looking to use the internet, computers and other media technologies when working with young people in the arts. It will provide participants with an understanding and relevant resources to ensure that the young people they are working with can make informed decisions within digital environments. 

This course raises awareness of digital footprint and examines e-safety, current legislation and the risks involved when working with new technology, including media production and social networking on the web. Edinburgh Fund from IdeasTap

Despite the spending cuts, independent arts charity IdeasTap is continuing to support emerging creative talent with the launch of its latest £30,000 fund: The Edinburgh Fund. The £30,000 fund is available to members of promising theatre companies aged between 16 and 25 hoping to attend the Edinburgh Fringe Festival in 2011. An established platform for launching new talent, performing at the Fringe can be a huge financial risk – IdeasTap are offering young performers the chance to showcase their talent without this risk.
Last year’s Edinburgh Fund winners were Suffolk-based HighTide, who went on to win a Fringe First for their production of Lidless; and Scottish theatre company Tortoise in a Nutshell with their show The Last Miner.
Hoping to recreate the success of last year’s awards, IdeasTap is currently offering two awards of £10,000 to the theatre companies that they feel show the most promise. The remaining £10,000 will be used for delegate support at the festival, and for smaller grants that will be awarded in spring 2011. The Ideas Fund not only offers monetary support, but also includes a mentoring scheme for all winners.

Funding to Improve Community Spaces (England)

Community Spaces, the £50 million grants programme that is managed by Groundwork UK as an Award Partner to the Big Lottery Fund has announced that its small and medium grants schemes are now open to applications. 

Community Spaces provides grants to community groups to create or improve green and open spaces. Under the small and medium programmes grants of between 10,000 and £49,999 are now available to community groups wanting to improve green and open spaces in their neighbourhoods. Community Spaces is a majority capital-funding programme.  Groundwork want to ensure that money is spent on making physical and lasting improvements to people’s neighbourhoods. The programme, therefore, expects groups to split their project costs into revenue and capital expenditure. Small and medium grants will need to ensure that any revenue expenditure does not exceed 25% and capital expenditure is at least 75%.  

Possible projects can include: 

· Community gardens and parks 

· Informal sports areas and multi-use games areas 

· Nature reserves 

· Squares and village greens 

· Creation or improvements to churchyard gardens 

· Ponds and projects which improve the local community’s access to green space; etc.

£100 Million Transition Fund to Open at the End of November (England)

The Office for Civil Society has announced that the Big Fund is to administer the recently announced £100 million Transition Fund. The Big Fund is the non-lottery funding arm of the Big Lottery Fund.   The Transition fund which will open for applications by the end of November and will be available to organisations with incomes of between £50,000 and £10m.  The fund will aim to help voluntary organisations that are most vulnerable to short-term reductions in public spending to make the transition to becoming providers of public services.

Funding to Support Independent Media Production Companies (UK)

Independent European production companies that are seeking funding for the development of audiovisual projects are being invited to submit applications to the Media 2007 “I2I Audiovisual” programme. Under this programme assistance is available to independent European production companies to access finance from banks and other financial institutions by providing: 

· Funding to cover part of the costs associated with the insurance for audiovisual productions 

· Completion guarantees for the production of an audiovisual work 

· The financial costs involved in a production budget.  

· The audiovisual work submitted must be a drama, animation, or creative documentary and the maximum duration of the projects is 30 months.  The total budget available under this call is €3 million and the financial contribution may not exceed 50 % of the eligible costs. The amount of the support available is between €5 000 and €50 000.

Young Film Fund (UK) 

First Light Movies provides grants to projects that enable young people to participate in all aspects of film production has announced that its Young Film Fund will re-open for applications on the 15th November 2010.  

Since launching in 2001, First Light Movies have enabled over 12,000 young filmmakers to write, act, shoot, light, direct and produce over 800 films. The funding is available to organisations such as: 

· Schools 

· Youth services 

· Community and voluntary groups that work with young people aged between 5 and 18.

Every year approximately £700,000 of grants are available through three funding streams:  

· The Studio Awards provides grants of up to £30, 000 for between two and four films of up to 10 minutes 

· The Script Awards provides grants of up to £3,000 for script writing projects that team young people with script professionals 

· The Pilot Awards provides grants of up to £5,000 for one short film of up to five minutes in duration. 

Previous grants awarded included Hartside Primary School, County Durham, which received a grant of £3,000 to help produce a five minute shadow puppet film using an original fairy tale devised, told and filmed by the children in Year 1 and Balfour Junior School in Brighton, which received funding to make an environmental documentary ‘The Amazing Adventures of the Plastic Bag’.

Reaching Communities (England)
The Big Lottery Fund (BIG) has announced that it is accepting applications to their Reaching Communities Programme. Reaching Communities provides grants of 10,000 - £500,000 for projects that help people and communities who are most in need, and can really make a difference. BIG wants to fund projects that respond to needs identified by communities and those that fund projects that help those most in need including those people or groups who are hard to reach. 

Organisations that can apply for funding include; registered charities; voluntary or community groups; statutory bodies, (including schools); charitable or not-for-profit companies.  The budget for Reaching Communities will be at least £100 million each year until 2013. 

The type of projects supported in the past have included a learning bus to reach hard to reach learners in Nottingham and a project that teaches young people in Hackney, Islington and the City of London to play a range of musical instruments.
