‘Too many children in state schools are denied the opportunity to learn to play a musical instrument. Evidence suggests that learning an instrument can improve numeracy, literacy and behaviour. But more than that, it is simply unfair that the joy of musical discovery should be the preserve of those whose parents can afford it’. Michael Gove

Whole Class Instrumental Teaching is a very effective curriculum model that enables children to access the National Curriculum through having the experience of learning to play a musical instrument.  We have revised our programme to be able to deliver the National Curriculum for music in an imaginative and musical way.  Additional benefits of this scheme are the enjoyment it has brought to the children and more specifically in its ability to positively affect the self worth, the organisation skills, the confidence and the musical development of the children involved.  
There will be a cost attached to this programme but we are pleased to announce that following an announcement that funding for Music Services continues for one more year, we are able to continue the subsidy for the programme for 2011 – 2012. There will be no increase in the cost of delivery; please see the charging sheet below.

From a recent visit to evaluate the work of the service for the DFE we can quote the following from our paragraph on teaching and learning:
‘High standards were exemplified in the observation of a Year 6 WO class featuring the clarinet.  This was an exemplary demonstration of holistic learning, focused on musical understanding.  By singing, playing, copying and always listening, the children were working within higher National Curriculum levels than expected.  All pupils in the class clearly demonstrated their control of instruments, listening skills, ensemble playing and their expressive response to the structure of the music.  They sang, clapped and danced their way through the lesson and, without exception, all found their musical `voice’.

And from a colleague: 
‘The wider opportunities programme has been a magical, wonderful musical journey for our pupils.  From the initial clapping out of two very simple rhythms (I think Marianne said it was “salt and pepper”) the pupils have progressed in 2 years to mastering sophisticated jazz syncopation.  In 2 years they have progressed from playing in a small primary hall to playing at a national music festival in Birmingham.’
