The aspect of improvement or development should be one that is covered by the delegated powers of the governing body, and not something outside their statutory role, no matter how meritorious.
If the person is a clerk and the proposal is for continuous and excellent service please indicate how this is above and beyond the level of service expected of an efficient and effective clerk in relation to preparation of agendas, minute taking and distribution of paperwork to governors.  You will need to demonstrate how the clerk has helped to make the governing body more effective in its work.
