Could your school keep calm and carry on? 

2012 Business Continuity Awareness Week - 19 - 23 March 

Not all disasters are on the scale of the earthquakes and tsunamis. But lack of forethought and planning can mean that a relatively minor mishap has major consequences for the unprepared. 

Monday 19 – Friday 23 March is 2012 Business Continuity Awareness Week, which aims to get organisations of all shapes and sizes considering their ability to cope with a loss of access to ICT, buildings, utilities, suppliers or a shortage of staff or volunteers.

Schools have been getting involved in business continuity by putting together plans to identify ways to increase their resilience to unexpected disruptions - and not just those affecting buildings.

Schools’ Business Continuity plans cover everything from backing up ICT to communication processes; alternative locations for exams to roles during an incident; how to operate in a fuel crisis and dealing with bad weather issues. Schools are encouraged to think about how they would continue to deliver learning activities, at least at a minimum level.
Schools can include ways of linking Business Continuity work into the curriculum. For example, pupils can study the potential effects of climate change and the possible increases in extreme weather which we could all experience in years to come, they can consider specific scenarios such as loss of a class room, planning ahead and developing and evaluating options, or taking on different roles as they plan the recovery.

Business Continuity support and advice is available on the NCC website and through the Resilience Team based at County Hall. Throughout Business Continuity Awareness Week there will be tips, conundrums and competitions.
