Display Energy Certificates
 

You will be aware of the legislation which requires public buildings including schools, to display an Energy Performance Certificate (DEC) if the area is over 1000sq metres, to show the energy efficiency of the building.  From the 9 January 2013 public institutions and places with an area of more than 500 sq metres will be required to display a DEC.  In 2015 this will be reduced to an area above 250 sq metres.

 

Buildings account for 40% of the EU energy requirements and as such been focus of several initiatives.  The directive requires member states to ensure new, as well as old buildings and those under going refurbishment meet the requirements.

 

Legislation

The Energy Performance of Buildings (certificates and Inspection)(England and Wales) Regulations 2012.

 

What is a DEC?

A DEC is a graph which is valid for one year and shows how efficient a building is.  The certificate should be displayed in a prominent place in a public area and should not be smaller than A5 in size.  The rating is shown on a scale A-G, with A being the lowest with regard to CO2 emissions.

 

How to obtain a DEC.

There are independent local assessors who can be located by looking on the internet or you can approach your building facilitator. A charge will be made for the assessment.

 
What is Norfolk Council doing?

Norfolk County Council Trading Standards Service is responsible for enforcing the legislation within the County of Norfolk.  To enable you to budget for this additional cost come April 2013, the authority wanted to bring this legislation to your attention as you may not have been caught previously.  We would be grateful if you could inform us when a DEC has been obtained via the email address below, marked for my attention.
