We have decided to celebrate this milestone with another launch: our Design a Christmas Card Competition!!  

This is open to pupils of all Primary schools throughout the UK - and the winners will see their designs in print!  Each child, whose drawing is chosen, will be given six packs of Christmas cards – containing only their design – though packs bought on the website will contain all six.

We suggest that each school holds their own, internal, competition and submits only the winner – or winners – to CWT.  The drawing can then be sent to CWT by email – or in the post – for judging.

I know there is a long time to go before Christmas 2013 – but, by launching the competition now, we hope each school will be able to allocate time for the children to take part.  There is no age limit, so everyone can have a go.
