Interim pupil profile April 2013-July 2014

The purpose of the interim profile is to allow a wider range of pupils in the local area to be admitted via the admissions process for short-term support/ placements while the SRB review is completed. There is currently spare capacity in the SRB which is unlikely to be filled by pupils with the existing ASD profile as described below

Existing Summary Pupil Profiles (from SRB Operational Guidance document)

It would be expected that school-based interventions have not been effective in enabling the pupil to respond appropriately to interventions from external professional(s) and that the request for support from a Specialist Resource Base is supported by the professional involved. 


Interim profile: additional criteria
· Traits of ASD may be present as a secondary or emerging need alongside a primary need of Learning and Cognition or of Speech Language & Communication 

· Traits of ASD may be present alongside, or as part of a mixed neuro-developmental disorder

· Children may have had support at KS1 in a speech and language SRB and may still be struggling in KS2 with aspects of communication and/or may require enhanced support to accelerate their learning to catch up with peers. Such children would not be deemed by SLTs to require ongoing direct speech therapy above a level normally available in mainstream schools, but it may be necessary to deliver daily speech and language programmes e.g by an ELKLAN trained TA

· Child’s difficulties with speech/language and communication may be secondary to, or form part of general learning delay or to emotional or behavioural difficulty. (e.g those associated with elective mutism, school phobia or trauma related to bullying) However, any challenging behaviour would not be at a level which could cause a threat or vulnerability to others placed in the SRB

Desired outcomes

Outcomes for children placed under the broadened criteria would encompass elements of those which may also be associated with SRBs for Learning and Cognition, Speech and Language or behaviour emotional and social difficulties. For example
 

· The development of confidence or independent learning skills, eg organisation, efficacy or self-esteem

· The acquisition of a specific curriculum based skill 

·  The development of  specific strategies or adjustments that will enable the pupil to have greater access to learning in their own classroom

· To maximise the potential for the development of the child’s receptive and expressive language skills

· To develop trust and positive working relationships with staff and peers

· To re-engage with learning

· To nurture/practice  emerging skills in a small safe environment

Autistic spectrum disorders/ social communication difficulties


The child or young person would have experienced:





Significant difficulties in the triad of Communication, Socialisation and Flexibility of thinking which prevent them from actively engaging in mainstream education, even with a high level of additional support.





High levels of anxiety related to confusion and/or fear of what is happening in the immediate environment such that the ability to learn is severely compromised.





Extreme difficulties in the understanding and acceptance of age-appropriate social rules governing, for example, turn-taking, collaborative activities and the sharing of adult attention.





Lack of awareness, to a greater or lesser extent, or even apparent disregard of personal safety and that of others. 





A strong and obtrusive adherence to routines and rituals which makes any change of routine very challenging and may even provoke defiance or other negative reactions.





Considerable, persistent and pervasive problems in establishing and sustaining relationships with peers.





Ego-centric behaviour that fails to take into account consideration for others in relation to what would be viewed as age-appropriate behaviour in any particular situation.





The absence of other primary reasons or causes for these difficulties.


 


The child or young person should be known to the Consultant Community Paediatrician and the School Support Team. 





The placement request should identify an explicit  outcome for the child or young person, which may relate to:





1.	Progress in developing social and communication skills and flexible thinking


2.	Decrease in levels of anxiety


3.	Ability to follow an individualised curriculum
