2008 The process of sefting up the new nursery
class began with the refurbishment of the
Raising standards through improved provision classroom and secure outside learning area.
Appropriately qualified and experienced staff were
appointed. New furniture, equipment and resources
were sourced and purchased within the allocated
budget. Open events and advertising for
prospective parents and their children were
organized. We also wanted to promote the school as
a whole so children from higher up the school gave
guided tours to show how proud they were of their
school.
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The school council worked with
architects and landscapers to design
the outside learning environment

Quality provision
The new nursery class has meant we have been able to
offer quality teaching, learning and provision for
children in the community.
