Satellite Clubs - creating a sporting habit for life

Satellite clubs is a new Sport England intervention that aims to bridge the gap between school and community sport by supporting schools to host extensions of local community sports clubs on their site (or a local and relevant community setting) open to the young people from that school who are supported to transition into the club. 

The satellite clubs intervention is a key part of Sport England’s Youth and Community Sport Strategy 2012-17, and aims to undertake transformational change in the way that young people are supported from school, college and other relevant settings into community sport – creating a sporting habit for life.

This is a national scheme in which every secondary school and college in England will be offered at least one satellite club. Active Norfolk are responsible for the delivery of this programme in the county and will be working with National Governing Bodies to ensure that the resource is maximised and as many young people as possible are transitioned into community sport.

Funding is available to assist the development of satellite clubs, this is a flexible resource that can be used to help overcome any issues that might impede the set up of clubs at your school, whether this be caretaker time, equipment, coaching or other expenses. 

I would like to meet with you or the relevant person at your school to discuss how this initiative can help develop your sporting offer and help meet the needs of the young people in your school, offering them a pathway into lifelong participation. 

In addition using our knowledge Sport England’s Youth and Community Sport Strategy, National Governing Bodies’ plans and the opportunities and funding that are open to you I would like to have a wider discussion about your sporting offer to see if Active Norfolk can offer further support you.
