Reminder of new funding arrangements 2013/14
As a result of the outcomes for the Schools Fair Funding Consultation regarding the delegation of contingencies, there will no longer be a separate NQT funding allocation.  Funding has been distributed for 2013/14 across all schools via the Basic Per-Pupil Entitlement.   Charges for NQT services will remain with County covering the funding gap for the summer term and revert to Schools from autumn 2013.

The Local authority continues to act as the local Appropriate Body for newly qualified teacher induction with the main quality assurance role.  Schools who choose to use us as their appropriate body can purchase the following package of support.

	Training for NQTs
All NQTs will receive a full days introductory training when beginning their induction phase.  On completion they will receive a half day workshop giving advice and guidance on their continued professional development.  

Training for Induction tutors/mentors

All Induction tutors/mentors will receive a half days introductory training.

	The Core Package

	· Access to the NQT Manager system for registration, access to resources and reporting

· Monitoring of the NQT Manager System and liaison with stakeholders as required.

· Dealing with queries and offering advice and guidance

· Providing data to National College for Teaching and Leadership (NCTL)

· Carrying out routine checks and Quality Assurance 

· Making and communicating decisions and recommendations regarding the successful completion, reduction or extension of the induction period.

· Providing access to up-to-date guidance documents, website and newsletters

· Carrying out one half-day visit for each vulnerable NQT or a ‘specific guidance’ visit, as required.

· NQT panel to oversee Quality Assurance; vulnerable NQTs and agree applications for reduced or extended periods of Induction

· Completing the ‘sign-off’ process 


	Additional Support for vulnerable NQTs – cost £100/hour or £370/half day

(depending on the nature of the support required.)

	For those NQTs who need a higher level of support or a more personalised approach we are able to provide additional services which might include:

· Additional follow up visits 

· Support and guidance from a specialist subject adviser

· An evaluation visit and/or lesson observation from an independent adviser or other appropriate individual.

Schools who want to retain the County as the Appropriate Body will be invoiced/journalled £235/per term for each NQT registered with us.  
NQT Training Programme 2013/14
In addition to introductory training offered as part of our package we will also run a suite of courses that have been specifically designed to ensure NQTs have a firm understanding of all aspects of the teaching profession and receive specialist training in those areas identified for development.  These will be charged on an ad-hoc basis at £90/session.
