Children between the ages of 5 and 11 will need to come up with a name for their local gritter truck which they'll be able to spot out and about in their area this winter. 

The winning entries will have the chosen name written on one of our new gritters as well as the name of the winning school. This will stay on the gritter for the remainder of its lifetime. 

This is a great way to get pupils aware of how to stay safe on their journeys to school during winter. 

To take part in the competition, pupils must answer 5 questions about Norfolk Winter. Pupils can choose up to three names for the new gritters. The names should have a wintery feel and should be no more than three words long.
The competition is now open and closes on Thursday 12th December. The winning names will be announced on Friday 13th December. 

The entries will be judged on the names and correct entries to the quiz questions will be chosen at random by our judges.
It is up to each school whether they enter as a school, a class or each pupil.
