For our sixth Cohort 2014/2015, we are asking Headteachers to use this form to identify members of staff who have significant and demonstrable leadership potential in the Primary Phase.  For example, those who have the capability to grow into Deputy Heads, Assistant Heads, Headteachers within the next 18 months.
A copy of the form should be completed for each person identified once they have completed the self-evaluation activity and confirmed their interest with you.
Completed forms should either be returned by post or preferably, submitted electronically by the Headteacher to a central collecting point shown at the bottom of the form.  

Those identified will subsequently receive a more detailed questionnaire to categorise their individual career aspirations and needs. 

Once the selection process has been completed, the Local Authority will then register successful candidates as members of the ‘Norfolk Primary Leadership Talent Pool’.

Talent Pool nomination forms should be received no later than Wednesday 30 April 2014.  Any received after this date will not be considered for selection in this year’s Cohort.

Selection Criteria

The criteria for nomination to the Talent Pool are:

· The full support of the Headteacher

· Evidence of positive impact of CPD 

· Evidence of good or outstanding teaching
· Positive performance management record

· A keen determination to further develop their career in Norfolk
· Evidence of the impact of their leadership in the candidate’s current setting.

Selection Process

There will be 20 places offered.  In the event of over subscription, priority will be given to those candidates who meet the current Leadership Succession Planning priorities which are:
· Those intending to seek leadership posts in small schools (under 200 pupils) 
· Those intending to seek senior leadership posts or headship in a collaboration e.g. a partnership or federation in Norfolk
· Those who have graduated, have enrolled or are working towards an application to enrol on NPQH 
· Those with experience of working in small primary schools or partnerships/federations
· Those with a track record of working across other schools
· Those aspiring to lead in challenging schools 
If there are too many candidates who meet all of these criteria, the Local Authority will hold interviews to finalise the Cohort.  The interviews will focus on knowledge of current leadership and national initiatives, work being undertaken in the candidate’s own school, aspiration and career ambition.

Unsuccessful candidates are not excluded from reapplying in subsequent years, when Local Authority priorities may change.
