Kickstart
 Mopeds for Young Carers
Aged 16-25 years old and living in Norfolk

Guide for support workers, practioners and teaching staff

Kickstart is a charitable company based in Dereham which provides a moped hire scheme for people throughout Norfolk whose opportunities are restricted by transport limitations. 

Kickstart (supported by Norfolk County Council Children’s Services) have recently delivered a successful pilot project to provide young carers with free mopeds, equipment, and training (for six months).

Kickstart is now in the process of applying for more funds and hopes to provide fifty young carers a year with a moped for one year, with equipment and training. This initiative has the potential to run for a period of three consecutive years.

For this new initiative young carers and young adult carers who would like to be considered for a moped must now be aged 16-25 years and can live anywhere in Norfolk. If you have any young people in your school or community who might be eligible please share the information with them and encourage them to apply.

Please do bear in mind that there is no guarantee that Kickstart will get the funding – so there is no guarantee that young carers will receive a moped. By demonstrating interest and demand however we strengthen the case for funding.

Attached is a self-referral form for all young carers aged 16-25 years old, who live in Norfolk, and who would like to be considered for a free moped, equipment, and training for one year.

This form will be used by Kickstart to serve two purposes:

1. The information on it will be used by Kickstart as evidence towards demonstrating the demand for independent transport for Norfolk's young carers such as when applying for further funding.

2. The completed form will also be used as a referral form for the young carer – based on the assumption that Kickstart will be successful in accessing more funds.

With this in mind we ask that young carers do not mention the names of the person or people who they care for, or their relationship to them such as "father" or "sister". Rather we suggest that they just write "a family member" instead. This is for data protection purposes.

It is important that young carers are aware of the fact that the completion and submission of this form will not guarantee that Kickstart will receive more funds, and as such will not guarantee that they will be provided with a moped.

Details of how to apply are provided on the attached form. Young Carers must complete and submit the form themselves, but they may be supported in this process by you.
Young Carers should provide details of their caring role (without using names or relationships – see above) as well as information about how their life chances and opportunities will be improved through the use of a moped.

Interested young carers must also be made aware of the fact that the information that they provide will be shared between Norfolk County Council support services, Kickstart, and potential funding agencies.
Young Carers must sign and date the information sharing consent section of the form, and a signed paper copy of this form should be sent by post to the address provided - in addition to the online application to richard.evans@norfolk.gov.uk – as explained on the form.
