Midday Supervisory Assistants and their managers will consider the 
requirements of Ofsted which now include an emphasis on lunchtime 
practice.  The strategic planning necessary to ensure effective 
practice on the playground will be closely examined.  Delegates will 
analyse what works well in their own school and will look at a range 
of approaches to promote positive outcomes. They will consider how 
lunchtime contributes to spiritual, moral, social and cultural (SMEC) 
promotion and development. A focus will be on empowering both 
Midday Supervisory Assistants and children to shape lunchtime into 
rich and enjoyable experiences for all.
