What is Make Your Mark?

Make Your Mark is the UK’s largest youth consultation. We are encouraging young people in Norfolk to take part and vote for their top priority from a list of 10 issues. The top 5 issues will be debated in the House of Commons in November with the top issue becoming the campaigning issue for UK Youth Parliament.    
We know you are busy so we have made it as easy as possible to get young people in your class voting. This should take no more than 10 minutes but will make a huge difference and help Norfolk’s young people to have their voice heard on a national debate.

How to use this Make Your Mark tally sheet

Step 1. Please can you briefly take your class through the 10 issues. This will help young people to decide on their top priority. You will find the 10 Make Your Mark issues on the reverse of this sheet.
Step 2. Once you have discussed the 10 issues, each young person needs to pick their personal priority from the list. Please take a hand count vote for each issue in turn and record the number of votes for each issue on the tally sheet. Remember, each young person can only vote for 1 issue.

	1. Votes at 16- give 16 and 17 year olds the right to vote in elections and referendums

	 6.  Bring back exam resits in Maths and English, in English schools, and help us achieve our potential 
	
	

	 7. Young people should be directly involved in making laws- an elected group of young people should have to approve government ideas and policies before they become law
	
	

	 8.     Everyone should be paid a Living Wage of at least £7.65 per hour at work- so anyone who works, of any age should have a decent stand of living 
	
	

	9.    Give young people a voice in improving their communities- councils and politicians should run activities to help us have a say eg. youth councils, conferences and consultations. 
	
	

	10.  Euthanasia- with the assistance of a doctor, working in strict rules, terminally ill and extremely sick people should have the right to end their own life
