Heads of the 4 nearest schools (or up to 12 within 2 miles if in

the City), SSSfN, Head of Admissions & EHCP Coordinator if
pupil has a statement/ EHCP

Following Pupil Placement Panel
Head of Admissions reaches provisional
view
& informs school of outcome.

If the school was still considered to be an appropriate placement but school still refuses to admit pupil,

Admission team will refer to the adjudicator and parents will be advised of their right of appeal. EHCP

coordinator will name the school on the pupil’s statement/EHCP and parent will be informed of right of
appeal to the 1% Tier Tribunal
