This year’s Conference will consider the effects of trauma on Adopted Children in pre-schools, schools and alternative education facilities, and the impact that this has on education. It aims to give schools theory and knowledge to improve the educational experience of Adopted and Looked After Children. There will be plenty of discussion time to support and develop the process of working together.

Julia has worked for Local Authority specialist behaviour services and with colleagues from CAMHs as part of the targeted mental health in schools (TaMHS) work. She has worked in mainstream, special schools and pupils’ referral units (PRUs). Julia is passionate about improving the mental health of the most vulnerable children and young people in schools - including children who have special educational needs and/or those who are Looked After or Adopted. Julia recently worked at Post Adoption Centre and currently works for Place2Be - the national children's mental health charity.
