· The purpose of the signs is to discourage adults from smoking in areas used by children and designs should include the wording ‘Please don’t smoke near our play area/nursery/school’ (depending on which place the sign is intended for)

· Closing date for entries is 5pm Friday 25 March 2016; winners will be notified in April

· Winning designs will be used to create signs to be displayed at appropriate locations throughout Breckland
