• Demonstrate effective and innovative classroom practice. 
• Develop coaching skills to improve the delivery of best practice. 
• Build a network of support through regular meetings.

23th January   -  Leadership Competencies. 
13th February  -  Vision & values.  Motivation. 
27th February      -  The power of empathy. 
20th March   -  Accountability and measures. 
27th March  -  Effective teaching & learning. 
24th April   -  Creating & leading high performing teams. 
15th May   -  Coaching for improvement. 
22nd May   -  Your personal brand. 
12th June   -  Presentation coaching. 
 
Running in parallel with the programme will be a project based learning opportunity where you 
will be able to practice your skills as you develop them: 
• Working with your Headteacher you will identify one area within your subject that needs to 
improve. 

• You will write an action plan, implement it, measure the impact and report back to the group. 
• Through the coaching process you will be able to review and refine your plan and process to 
improve its impact.
