RE: Drug Education Networks

Through money available via Standards Funds, I intend to offer high schools the opportunity to establish networks with their Key Stage 2/3 feeder schools to work together on drug education.  At this stage, I aim to release £1,000 to each network wishing to participate.  It is my intention that the scheme would work as follows:

· each high school will invite feeder schools to participate and will be responsible for managing and allocating the money in consultation with feeder schools;

· teachers from Key Stage 2/3 feeder schools would be invited to attend a meeting organised by the high school to explain the scheme and agree their full commitment;

· the focus of the work undertaken by the network would entail each school to:

(i) produce/review their School Drugs Policy 

(ii)
produce/review schemes of work/lesson plans/activities

· by March 2003 all schools in the network will send a copy of their policy to the LEA School Drugs Adviser;

· each network will have access to a full day of free advice and support from the LEA School Drugs Adviser;

· networks will be the significant route by which additional subsequent funding will be directed into schools to support drug education.

If you would like your school to take part in these networks, could you please return the attached reply slip by 8 July 2002.  I will then arrange for the £1,000 to be allocated to your school by the beginning of the Autumn term.

I do hope you feel that your school is able to take part in this scheme as it will provide the opportunity to consolidate and enhance drug education and the transition from Key Stages 2 to 3 across Norfolk.
