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· Where a web link is not possible, documents may be accepted; these usually should be exported to PDFs to prevent users changing the information and to make the file size smaller - contact the team if you need help with this
· Some documents may need to be edited into a presentable format for e-Courier, especially documents in a letter format
· Only articles of interest to the whole or majority of the school community
· Usually flyers or useful information to schools
· Correspondence can't be submitted online
· Continuing professional development (CPD) events are included under the correspondence section, for example Children's Services CPD (either traded, part-traded or without charge)
