Accommodation 
For the comfort of everyone, numbers on this weekend will be limited to approximately 25 
persons.

Some accommodation is in twin-bedded rooms and some in larger, multi-bed rooms, which 
would be suitable for a family group where parents are sharing with their children, or two or 
three friends together, or a couple on their own.

There is ample shared bathroom and toilet accommodation (as befits a true country house 
weekend!). But please bring your own towels and soap. 
 
Please note: NO SMOKING is allowed inside Holt Hall. 
 
Holt Hall is situated one mile to the north of Holt in North Norfolk. Access is via either the Kelling 
Road (main entrance) or Cley Road. Holt itself can be reached along the A148 from King’s Lynn 
or B1149 from Norwich. 
 
Holt Hall is fully licensed and wines and spirits may be purchased if required.
