The weekend will include: 
 

• An introduction to simple and safe methods of 
cutting stained glass, and the handling of tools. 

 
• Making an appliqué panel with cullet stained glass in 

a mosaic-like technique to display at home. 
 

• How to glue and cement glass onto a base sheet 
which is then framed with lead came. 

 
• Demonstrations and individual tuition. 

 
• How to make a copper foiled light catcher. 

 
• Designs are available for other stained glass 

projects, but students will be encouraged to follow 
through their own ideas as time permits. 

 
 
The basic course fee of £130 will cover all materials and use of 
tools for the appliqué panel. 
 
Students needing larger pieces and other materials can purchase 
their choice of glass from the tutor’s stock at a reasonable cost of 
approximately £5 to £10. 
 
The course is suitable for anyone, of any age, who would like to 
learn the principles of glass cutting and how to handle stained 
glass and tools with confidence and safety. 
We are sure it will be a weekend to remember. 
 
The inclusive course fee is just £130 
(Based on two people sharing a room) 
 
This includes a sherry reception on Friday evening, all meals, tea/coffee, accommodation 
and tuition.
