Primary Languages: Beginners Language Courses 
 
If you have been able to attend one of the recent headteacher and subject leader 
briefings for the new primary foreign language entitlement, you will know that we will be 
holding twilight language classes this year, throughout the county. 
 
I am now delighted to enclose a poster with details of venues and dates of these free, 
strategy funded sessions.  I hope you will be able to display the poster to catch the eye 
of all staff who are or will be involved in delivering primary languages.  I also enclose a 
booking form which may be photocopied.  
 
This is a 6 week course with a strong emphasis on basic classroom instructions plus 
numbers, colours and basic vocabulary.  It will be most suitable for staff who are 
complete beginners or have a very ‘rusty’ knowledge of the spoken language.  
Participants are encouraged to attend all sessions. 
 
We expect a big response to these sessions and urge interested staff to reply as quickly 
as possible. 
 
We will be running similar sessions in the autumn in slightly different venues.  I would 
also be interested to hear from schools willing to host a similar course for their cluster or 
who have a linguist on the staff who might like to run such a course in the future.
