The Workshop 
 
 
• The workshop facilitator & team will also be specifically trained 

to deal with issues that may arise from the piece and the 
workshop.   

 
• The workshop will normally last 35 minutes and will use 

techniques such as ‘ character hot-seating’ and ‘freeze frame’ 
involving extracts from the play, therefore we request that the 
workshop takes place directly after and in the same space as 
the performance. 

 
• We can flex the workshop length to suit the individual needs of 

a particular school timetable given prior notice. 
 
• To maximise the effectiveness and the opportunity for follow up 

we request that teaching staff are in attendance throughout the 
performance and workshop. 

 
• We would also request that the performance space is not used 

as a thoroughfare during break-time or lunchtime (for a double 
bill morning and afternoon) 

 
• A comprehensive Education Resource Pack will be provided 

prior to the performance which includes a selection of follow up 
activities/discussion points. 
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
