• The Stories must be the author’s own, unpublished and unaided work.  
• Entries will be judged by a panel from the Norwich Writers’ Circle, 

anonymously and should be typed or computer printed in a clear 12 point font 
on one side only of sheets of A4 white paper with wide margins all the way 
around. Each page must be numbered with the title and page number, at the 
top or bottom of the page. The entrants name must not appear on any of the 
story pages. 

• The entrant’s name, address (or school) and telephone number (and age if 
under 11 or between 11 and 18) must be given on a separate sheet, paper-
clipped to the story pages.  

• No pins, no staples. Delivered in an A4 envelope, not folded. 
• The stories will not be returned. The copyright remains with the authors but by 

entering this competition expressly give permission for their stories to be 
published.
