Re: Identification of Leading Maths Teachers at KS3

An important aspect of support for developing teaching in mathematics in the National Strategy for KS3 is that all teachers of mathematics should have an opportunity to watch effective mathematics teaching.  This may be provided by a teacher in their own school or through visits to teachers in other schools.  As such, the DfES have requested that we identify and train a number of LMT’s (Leading Mathematics Teachers) in Norfolk, who will be available for other teachers to observe teaching their own KS3 classes.  I am writing to you to ask for your help in identifying and nominating LMT’s from within your own mathematics department.  This could include the Head of Department and/or teachers who teach mathematics part-time.  

Leading Mathematics teachers do not claim to be ‘experts’ – they are very good practitioners from whom we can all learn! LMT’s model good practice – they are not necessarily model teachers.

Please find attached details on the National Strategy for Key Stage 3 in Norfolk and the role of LMT’s. If you feel that one or more of the teachers of mathematics in KS3 in your school could fulfil the role of an LMT, please complete the attached proforma and booking form for subsequent training and return them by Friday 1st March 2002.

You should take account of your own knowledge of their teaching, their effectiveness in raising attainment of pupils in their classes, information from monitoring (including OFSTED lesson observations) and their general suitability to fulfil the role, as described on the attached sheet.  All nominated teachers will be observed to verify their suitability during the spring term and all those verified will receive two days of training in March

2002.  If, as I hope, the number of nominations exceeds the funding for LMT’s, other criteria such as geographical location and areas of additional expertise (eg. using ICT in the teaching of mathematics), will be taken into account.

It is anticipated that teachers nominated will have agreed to their nomination and have provided some information about areas of interest and additional expertise.  

Schools with LMT’s will receive a payment of £1500 as recompense for the extra time that LMT’s will need to prepare lessons, to brief visiting teachers and to discuss the lesson with them after demonstration.  

A similar system of LMT’s has been used very effectively in the Primary Numeracy Strategy. It therefore seems likely that LMT’s will have a very important role to play in the implementation of the KS3 Numeracy Strategy and I greatly appreciate your support in helping to identify possible candidates.
