· children with additional needs get the right services at the right time


A full day of training has been arranged to equip professionals to use the CAF (Common Assessment Framework) to best effect to achieve the best possible  support for children at the earliest possible point of identifying additional needs.  This training will give information about the new initiatives, explain the process for using the CAF model, provide an opportunity for multi agency discussion about implementing the CAF in local areas and give professionals an opportunity to look at the CAF paperwork and sample completing a CAF assessment 

A half day of training has been arranged for those professionals (High school headteachers, senior managers) who will need to have a basic awareness of the Common Assessment Framework process but will not be involved directly in using the framework with families.  This is a repeat of the half day training delivered in January
