Job Description

To organise, facilitate and conduct moderation of end of Key Stage 1 assessment  arrangements through visits to schools and/or cluster meetings.  Some schools will be visited as part of the statutory requirements that 25% of schools per year are moderated and others will be part of optional cluster moderation.

Moderator Visits 

Moderators will visit a group of schools during the year when they would be involved in:

· Selecting, observing and talking to children across the ability range, scrutinising their work.  Using their observation as the basis for discussion with the teachers and a comparison of the moderators observations with the teachers recorded assessments for the end of KS1.

· Discussing any evidence that teachers are finding difficult to assess.

Moderation Meetings

Moderators will conduct half-day moderation meetings for the relevant teachers in a cluster group to which teachers bring evidence of the teacher assessment level for three children across the ability range. 

These meetings could take place at a number of times during the year, not just at the end of the year.

All LA Moderators will:

· Receive training

· Attend one half-day moderators’ meeting each year

· Carry out up to 5 days moderation activities with schools during the year.

All Moderators will receive:

· Travel expenses at the county council rate of 24.2p per mile.

All Moderators’ schools will receive:

· Supply cover costs of £220 per day.

All short-listed applicants will be required to attend a short interview at West Norfolk or Norwich Professional Development Centre.
