The project, Sportability, looks at providing sporting opportunities for people with disabilities from around the county. It works with schools to provide extra curricular opportunities in sports and physical activity along with providing advice and guidance for teachers and support staff in the area of sport and coach development. The project also looks at co-ordinating and supporting a programme of local and county competitive opportunities within Norfolk. One of our most successful events was the Norfolk Sport Ability Youth Games, this year it ran as a disability event where lots of children were given the opportunity to compete in 4 different sports. It will be running again next year and I do hope that lots more children will be able to take part.
