The Oxford University School Quiz Competition

I am writing to tell you about a pilot project, which I very much hope you will be a part of. My name is Frank Hardee and I am the JCR President of Oriel College, Oxford University. I am also a very keen quiz setter and have set many quizzes both inside and outside of the University. A few of my friends and I have decided to set up a quiz competition for school students, with the best 12 teams being invited to Oxford to compete for the title of the first ever Oxford University School Quiz Champions. 

The quiz is for students aged 14 or 15 – normally for students in English/Welsh school year 10 (or Scottish year S4) and a team shall comprise of 4 members, one of whom will be the team captain. 

The Format

· All schools are sent a set of 100 general knowledge questions and schools can then give the set of questions for the team to confer on and answer (roughly 1 hour time allowed). 

· The teacher in charge then sends the answers back to us to be marked. 

· The highest scoring school from each region of the UK will be invited to come to Oxford for a Saturday final, which will involve all sorts of quiz rounds. 

· Teams who get to the national final will be asked to pay a small sum to help with running costs (no more than £15).

· Note: As this is the pilot year we cannot offer any help financially on the trip to Oxford, but we can recommend cheap accommodation if you are coming from a long way.

Each school may only enter one team, but feel free to have lots of teams involved at a school level.  

Attached is a form to send back to say that you would like to take part. This must be completed and back to us by Friday 3rd February. At that point if we have enough teams entered then we can go ahead with the quiz. It would be helpful if you put an email address down as it would make our lives a lot easier and I could email certain instructions out. 

Timetable

Friday 3rd Feb. – Deadline for letting me know you would like to enter.

Monday 6th Feb. – Confirmation email send out saying the competition will/will not go ahead.

Friday 10th Feb. – Question packs sent out to schools.

Friday 3rd March – Deadline by which all completed packs should be back to us. 

Friday 10th March – Email sent around with results of the quiz and letter sent to those schools invited to the national final.

Saturday 13th May – National Final in Oxford.
