The influence of the peer group, particularly amongst young people, has long been recognised as a powerful one.  ‘Peer group pressure’ is often presented as a negative influence on young people, but this power can also work to the benefit of the group members.  Similarly, individuals within the group have power which can be used productively.  Peer learning programmes aim to recognise and harness this source of influence.

This one day course uses activities and group discussion to provide participants with a practical working knowledge of the BTEC award in Peer Education.  The content of the training is comprised in our manual on setting up accredited peer work programmes which is provided free to every participant.
