Perspectives on Young Carers

An Introductory Workshop about young carers

Almost 3 million children in the UK live in households where one or more family members are affected in their day to day living by a serious long term physical or mental health problem, illness, addiction and/or disability. Some of these will be young carers. Young carers are children and young persons who provide, care, assistance and support to a family member. On a regular basis they carry out very significant caring tasks and take on a level of responsibility which would usually be associated with the care given by an adult.  The person receiving care is often a parent, sibling, grandparent or other close relative, who needs constant care, help and support.
Young Carers have come to be recognised as a group of individuals who may experience a variety of difficulties and challenges in their day to day lives. It is therefore important that those working with young people are aware of the implications such a life can have, both from the positive and negative point of view. Some young carers may feel their experiences are unique and that no one else will understand the difficulties they deal with on a day to day basis. Others may not know what support to ask for or how to ask for it. 

Target group: Child Care Support Officers, Project workers and first line managers in youth work, Connexions Personal Advisors, Young People Project Workers, Health Workers, Youth Offending Officers, Teachers and College Tutors.
