Moving On 

A Peer Support Programme for young people leaving care or experiencing family problems

Paul was 14 when he started staying out all night. He had gone out with friends for the evening and didn’t come back until the following day. His parents were going through a difficult separation and he felt alone. He stopped going to school regularly and started drinking. He had no one to talk to in a positive way, about his problems. He missed so much school, that he finally left with no qualifications, poor basic skills and little chance of getting a job.

For some young people changes in family life, be it through separation and divorce, illness, bereavement or poor parenting can have a lasting impact on their lives. A report by the Social Exclusion Unit (Social Exclusion Unit – Report on Young Runaways November 2002) finds that of 77,000 young people who run away each year, 80% do so because of family problems. The report also finds that these young people are:

· five times more likely than their peers to have problems with drugs 

· seven times more likely to have been physically abused

· more likely to be socially excluded in later life, due to homelessness,  crime and drug use
The Moving On workshop has been established to enable practitioners to train and support young people who are experiencing family problems or leaving care. It offers support on educating their peers in similar situations. Promotes the gaining of basic/life skills and citizenship opportunities, leading also to an understanding of their own and others needs and aspirations.
