This photograph is an essential part of the application so please carefully read the guidelines below.
We wish to promote positive messages about anti-bullying work and photographs should be taken in accordance with the following principles:

1. They should project strong, powerful, positive images (ie no ‘victim’ shots)

2. They should reflect diversity: gender, age (18 and under, though could be older for disabled young people), ethnicity, disability. 
3. The children and young people featured should in no way be identifiable (ie photos should not include the faces or any other identifiable personal feature).
We require photographs to be supplied in high resolution and in digital format.
