Large Group Instrumental Teaching KS2

We are now planning for September 2010 and I am writing to update you on the progress made in the Large Group Instrumental Teaching Programme. 

The whole programme has been nationally evaluated by Ann Bamford and the Engine Room and the findings presented to the DCSF.  I have enclosed a summary of the evaluation for you to read.  The full evaluation report is available on our website www.norfolk.gov.uk/musicservice.  Although the work has been very positive we are not complacent and have worked hard to monitor and improve the service that we offer for Norfolk. 
Next term I will be writing to all schools to explain the revised services that we will be offering from September but as I know this is the budget setting period I am sending the information about Large Group Teaching as soon as possible.  Whole Class Instrumental Teaching is a very effective curriculum model that enables children to access the National Curriculum through having the experience of learning to play a musical instrument.  We have revised our programme to be able to deliver the National Curriculum for music in an imaginative and musical way.  Additional benefits of this scheme are the enjoyment it has brought to the children and more specifically in its ability to positively affect the self worth, the organisation skills, the confidence and the musical development of the children involved.  
There will be a cost attached to continuing the work which, as we are in our last year of the programme, we can still subsidise using the government funds. 
Introducing a New Year Group

In September we would like you to continue to provide the opportunity for a new group of pupils to start the programme but there will be a charge and I enclose a charge sheet.  As with the whole project, when the class teacher or a regular named person is continually involved with the sessions e.g. they may like to take the opportunity to learn to play an instrument, the sessions are more successful.  I realise that the amounts sound quite large but when calculated on an individual basis in Norfolk a child in a class of 30 can start learning an instrument for 84p per week.

Taking the Experience Further
A vital purpose of the work in the first year is to take the experience further.  This can be done in one of two ways. The class can continue to learn together as in their first year for the same cost and the instruments remain free of charge, or children go on to learn to play the instrument in a more committed way, in smaller groups.  The cost for Large Group Continuation Instrumental teaching is the same as the county hourly rate, which in September 2010 will be £30.00 per hour. Again I attach the prices on the enclosed sheet.
I am sending this to give you and the governing body the opportunity to consider your financial planning.  Please do contact me if you would like to discuss this further.  I am very happy to attend cluster meetings to continue the dialogue, or for one of my team or myself to meet with you at school.
