Nominations for a Primary Headteacher Representative for the Norfolk Schools Forum

Snapp (Schools in Norfolk at Primary Phase) is seeking nominations from Primary Headteachers who are willing to represent their colleagues on the Norfolk Schools Forum. From September 2009, we have one vacancy. The Schools Forum (Amendment) (England) Regulations 2005 required that the election of representatives to the Schools Forum should be independent and open to all headteachers as appropriate.

There is one vacancy for a Primary Headteacher and we are seeking to fill this vacancy.

The Norfolk Schools Forum is important because it makes decisions on certain school funding issues and, at times, must be consulted by the Local Authority on other funding decisions. It is vital that headteachers are fully represented on this influential body.

The Norfolk Schools Forum meets around seven times throughout the year; the meetings are usually in Norwich and usually last for half a day. There are occasions when the meeting is extended to last for a full day. Headteacher Representatives should be able to attend all these meetings; when they cannot attend they will need to arrange for a substitute to attend as full representation is vital.  There is a substantial amount of information which needs to be read for each meeting and membership of the Norfolk Schools Forum does require Headteacher time and commitment. The term of office is four years.
The members of the Forum are primary, secondary and special school headteachers, governors representing the primary and secondary sectors and representatives from the Norwich Diocesan Board of Education, the Roman Catholic Church Diocese, the Joint Consultative Negotiating Committee and the Joint Consultative Committee Teachers' Panel.
