Austin and Hope Pilkington Trust Grants  Programme (UK)

Previous grants awarded include a grant of £5,000 towards a resource centre providing advice and training for workers dealing with mental health in rural areas and £5,000 towards a project aimed at behavioural programme for persistent young offenders. Biffaward Small Grants Programme Now Open (UK)

Government Announces £33 Million in Grassroots Grants (England) 

The Government has announced that over £33 million in grants have been given to over 13,000 charities and voluntary organisations in the first full year of the Government's Grassroots Grants scheme. The £130 million scheme, launched in September 2008, is aimed at helping small voluntary and community organisations provide much needed help in their communities and reach out to the most vulnerable people. Grants have been spent on a range of community activity from healthy food parcels for deprived communities to social activity for carers - helping communities to thrive and deal with the individual challenges that face each local community. The programme, which is administered by local Community Development Foundations, will run until March 2011 is still open for applications. The Fair Share Trust (UK) 

The Fair Share Trust, part of the Fair Share Initiative was created to target areas throughout the UK that have previously received less than their 'fair share' of National Lottery funding.
