· Service Industries & Sport (Beauty Therapy, Catering & Hospitality, Customer Services, Hairdressing, Public Services, Retail, Sport /Leisure, Travel & Tourism).

· To gain an overview of current and future plans for development in courses at all levels.

· To take the opportunity of exploring various college departments and touring the facilities.

· To find out more first hand from subject tutors and hear about college life from students perspectives and ask questions.
