The BBC has established Blast to provide an exciting environment for creative learning. Arrival

There is wheelchair access to the truck - please telephone in advance if you have any specific requirements. On arrival, your group will be met at the Blast site reception area (yellow gazebo). You should bring with you all the signed consent forms for each young person who is participating in the workshop and allow time for registration before the start of the workshop.

Food & Drink

There will be breaks during workshops. Full day workshops will include a break for lunch. Pupils and staff should provide their own lunch. Blast does not provide refreshments except drinking water.

Clothing & footwear

Workshops take place indoors and outside, please wear suitable footwear and clothing for the activity you are taking part in. 

Informing parents

You shall be responsible for obtaining prior written consent from each pupil's parent/guardian for the visit to Blast. The Blast consent form should be completed and signed by the parent/guardian for each young person attending. This consent form includes permission to attend the event and to submit work as part of BBC Blast. It also enables the BBC to use and broadcast work created during the workshop and to document your activity to use for publicity and broadcast purposes.
