1.  CROMER COMMUNITY HALL
Bizarre Bazaar will take place in Cromer Community Hall. Bizarre Bazaar will be advertised as part of COAST – Cromer and Sheringham Arts Festival. A4 event posters will be made available upon request. Each participant will be provided with a 6ft table (subject to availability) and two chairs. Electricity, where requested and available will be provided at no extra charge.

2. ALLOCATION OF TABLES

In order to provide an opportunity for a variety of stalls at the fair, one table per participant will be allocated in the

first instance. Subject to availability, a second table may be available a little nearer the time, although this is not

guaranteed. Bookings will be taken in strict order of receipt. We aim to ensure as wide a variety of products are on

sale as possible to our customers. COAST festival therefore reserves the right, should it be necessary, to decline an application.

3. PARTICIPANT OBLIGATIONS

All tables to be set up by the advertised start time. Access to the Community Hall can be gained between 8.30am and 5.30pm. Bizarre Bazaar will be open to the public between 10.00am and 4.00pm. You are not to clear away until the advertised finishing time. All tables to be set up in an attractive manner and participants to supply a suitable table covering to cover the top of the table. You must not attach anything to walls or ceilings in a way that will leave marks and you must leave your table area clean and tidy at the end of the day. You should specify if you require electricity for equipment when booking.

4. PAYMENT

Full Payment, required in advance of the event, will be accepted by cash or cheque. Cheques should be made

payable to ‘Cromer and Sheringham Arts Festival’ and cash payments will be accepted in person only at the

Merchants’ Place along with the booking form.

5. CANCELLATION OF BOOKINGS

Cancellations will be accepted up to TWO weeks before the date of the fair but will be subject to a £5 administration fee. Any booking cancelled at less than TWO week’s notice before the fair, for whatever reason, may forfeit the total table fee paid even if the table be re-let. If you are unable to attend you must let us know as soon as possible. Cancellations may be advised by phone but must be confirmed in writing. 

6. PARKING

1. Eligibility: The scheme is open to all artists working in any medium and living or working within the COAST, Cromer and Sheringham Arts Festival area.

2. Opening to the Public: Your commitment is to open your studio/venue to the public, exhibit/perform your work, and be present to discuss it during the days and hours indicated on your application form. 

3. Non-Studio Venues: You are responsible for negotiating with your venue owner/provider if it is not your own studio or space. We advise you have an agreement/booking in writing.

4. Fee: The fee for entering the “Unusual Art in Unusual Places” scheme is £20. Please make cheques payable to Cromer and Sheringham Arts and Literary Festival.  COAST is not taking any commission on sales/entry fees made during the event (a particular venue may take a commission).

5. Application Form: Applications must be filled in and fees paid for every venue, fee can be split if participating as a collective. 

6. Deadline: The deadline for applications is 12 August 2010. Applications received after this date will not be entered into the Brochure. Applications are deemed received when all necessary documents and payment have been received.

7. Data Protection: Your personal details will be stored on a computer of the COAST Festival organisers. We will not pass your details to third parties without your consent. You accept that details you provided in the application form in the section “1. Your details (to be published in the brochure)” will be published.

8. Images: Images supplied with the application form must comply with the requirements listed in the form.

9. Brochure:  Entries will be collated by the organisers, who also reserve the right to edit text supplied for use in promoting the scheme. Whilst every effort will be made to ensure the accuracy of information included in the brochure COAST organisers cannot be held responsible for any omissions or mistakes which occur. Each artist will receive copies of the brochure for distribution to their mailing list. We will provide downloadable flyers and signage.

10. Insurance: Artists opening their studios are responsible for their own insurance cover including public liability. This may or could be covered in artist’s personal home or business insurance, but each participant should check with their insurance. Each artist has a responsibility to ensure the safety of their visitors. COAST Arts Festival organisers do not accept any liability for visitor safety. Artists are responsible for the insurance of their work at all times.

11. Safety: Artists exhibiting at home should make sure that they are with someone to help them at all times. For your own safety, it is not advisable to have an Open Studio at your home on your own.

11. Non-Event: If there is not enough interest in this scheme, it will not happen. Your cheque will be returned to you.
